MINUTES

AUGUST 10, 2021



The regular monthly meeting of the Logansport Town Council was held Tuesday, August 10, 2021 at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Chamber of the Logansport Town Hall with Judge Cordray, Mayor presiding.  Council members present:  Katherine Freeman, Zachary Bossier, Pam Thomas, Mark Woods and Anthony Wilson.  10 guests present.

The meeting opened with the Lord’s Prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.

With a motion from Mr. Woods and second from Mr. Bossier a public hearing was opened to discuss adopting resolution ordering and calling an election to held in the Town of Logansport, State of Louisiana, to submit to the qualified electors thereof certain local option propositions relative to the sale of alcoholic beverages, and providing for other matter in connection therewith.  After all questions were answered and discussed the meeting adjourned with a motion from Mrs. Freeman and second from Mrs. Thomas.  All ayes.

The July minutes were approved with a motion from Mr. Bossier and second from Mr. Woods.  All ayes.

The monthly bills were approved with a motion from Mrs. Thomas and second from Mr. Bossier.  All ayes.

With a motion from Mr. Woods and second from Mr. Bossier a resolution was adopted authorizing the mayor to request appropriation from State of Louisiana for $150,000 for street improvements.  All ayes.

A resolution was adopted authorizing the mayor to request appropriation from State of Louisiana for $60,000 to update facilities with a motion from Mrs. Freeman and second from Mr. Woods.  All ayes.

A resolution was adopted authorizing the mayor to request appropriation from State of Louisiana for $50,000 to restore and renovate downtown with a motion from Mr. Woods and second from Mr. Bossier.  All ayes.

With a motion from Mr. Woods and second from Mr. Wilson a resolution ordering and calling a special election to held in the Town of Logansport, State of Louisiana, to submit to the qualified electors thereof certain local option propositions relative to the sale of alcoholic beverages, and providing for other matter in connection therewith was adopted.  All ayes.

Motion for public hearing at next meeting to introduce ordinance to abandon Bossier Lane was approved by Mr. Bossier with a second from Mr. Wilson.  All ayes

Mayor Cordray reported that the Gun and Ammo Shop will open real soon and so will the Bait, Bow and Tackle Shop downtown.  The Sheriff’s office is remodeling their building.  The railroad has probably two more weeks before they are finished and the bridge on Elm Street is complete.  Mayor Cordray also bragged on the good job Daniel Polley was doing taking down the trees limbs along the street in our town.

Mary Mac Thompson reported on the DeSoto Parish Tourist Bureau’s plans.

With no further business the meeting was adjourned with a motion from Mr. Woods and second from  Mr. Bossier.
